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9. Multi-purpose field at Oak Ridge Town Park 
10. Multi-purpose fields at the Whitaker property 
11. Outdoor playground at the Whitaker property 
12. Bike trail at the Whitaker property 
13. Basketball court at a location TBA

Board members expressed concerns about preserving open space within the Master Plan and 
that park security be a priority to Council members.
