Proposed Oak Ridge Water Advisory Committee 

Rationale: 
Given the recent approval of over $1 million in state appropriations to support local water initiatives in Oak Ridge, as well as the possibility that a modest municipal water system may be approved in Oak Ridge, there is a need for citizen leadership to advise the Town Council on matters related to water. The proposed scope and structure included below is respectfully submitted to Town Council by the current Water Subcommittee, comprised of Mayor Schneider, Councilman McClellan, former Mayor Spencer Sullivan, and Town Manager Bill Bruce.

Scope 
To advise Town Council on matters related to public water, including 
· The town’s responsibilities regarding a possible municipal water system, including fee structures, ongoing development, and contractual responsibilities with water provider, once approved
· Future expansion or capital investments related to municipal water or water access 
· Strategic and long-term planning related to the above

Proposed Composition of Possible Water Advisory Committee 
I. Non-Voting Members
Up to 4 non-voting members shall be appointed by the Mayor as follows:
Town Council liaison – 1
Finance Committee liaison – 1
Representative from town’s on-call engineer (currently Freese & Nichols) - 1
Specialist in local water issues, if needed – 1 

II. Voting Members
Five Oak Ridge residents with relevant expertise shall be appointed by the Town Council.
